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Abstract

This paper aims to clarify the backgrounds of the female singers who sang
in the earliest through performances of the first to the third part of Handel's
Oratorio Messiah in Japan, namely of December 20th 1925 in Tokyo, and of
March 27th 1927 in Osaka and April 16th 1927 in Tokyo.

As the result of the survey of contemporaneous rosters and letters, it was
found that the female soloists of the 1927 Osaka performance, Edna
Outerbridge as soprano and Stella Graves as alto, were both music teachers at
Kobe College.

In the chorus of the 1927 Tokyo performance, an alumna of Kobe College,
MORIMOTO Nui, was included, who studied music with missionary teachers
and was teaching music in female schools in Tokyo.

Of the women members of its chorus, more than half were missionary
ladies and their companies (nine out of the fifteen soprano, seven out of the
thirteen alto members). A clear gender bias can be recognized here, because
only four of the thirteen tenor and only one of the fourteen bass members were
missionaries and their companies, with quite many corporate male workers
and still young male students. In 1920's Japan, women who were capable of
singing Messiah’s highly elaborate choral compositions in English were
practically restricted to women missionaries and their relatives and companies,
who had been instructed in music outside Japan or in Christian schools in
