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Summary

Hebraic Ontology for Women'’s Problem Today

Dr. T. Ariga, ex-President of Kobe College, presented his unique idea
of Hebraic ontology, that is, “hayathology”, which is rooted in the Hebrew
word “hayah”, and in Exodus 3: 14 “’ehyeh ’ *sher ’ehyeh” (I am who [ am).
Unfortunately, however, he had not enough time to develope hayathology
during his life-span. But hayathology is a very important and relevant
idea for women'’s issues today, because it will clarify existent structures of
inter-personal relationship (man-woman, the old - the young, <{ich-du)
etc.). And it should be developed into “sacramental ontology”, which will
offer a positive meaning for <{ich-esy) which was lacking in Buber's
thought.

Greek ontology is the cause for discrimination, segregation, ab-
stractualization for real understanding of human being, and up to now
this Greek ontological view has been responsible for so-called “Women’s
Problem”. Today, we should change the point of view and discover the real
and vivid, co-relational and compatible relationship between man and
woman, person and society, person and nature, person and matter, person
and technology etc..
