Résumé

I measured the playing tempo on the records of L. van
Beethoven’s complete piano sonata which was played by Wilhelm
Backhaus, and compared these results with the tempo indication
put to each music by Beethoven. Then it was found that within
the same movement giving the same tempo, there were not a -
little changes partially. As the results of this measurement, 1
could prove that the tempo indication does not always coincide
with the metronomic tempo.
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
