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Summary

Titus Andronicus: A Revenger’s Tragedy

Though to many past critics, Shakespeare’s first tragedy, Titus Andronicus, has been
an embarrasment, if not “a heap of Rubbish,” recently critics seem more willing to
give it due critical consideration.

This paper interprets Tilus Andronicus as a revenger’s tragedy, in which the titular
hero degenerates into a “bloody maniac” through a process of inexorable pursuit of
revenge. The yardstick of civilization in the play is a sensitivity to values based on
natural morel feelings. These are represented by Rome and contrasted to Gothic bar-
barity. The noble Roman who out-Tamora’s Tamora showes pure ‘“‘mischievousness”
(evil) in his final violence of feeding her with the human pie made of her sons’ flesh and
bones. This act of cannibalism reveals none of the “reason in madness” found in Shake-
speare’s later tragedies. Titus ends his life more sinning than sinned against.

The metamorphosis from a greatly respected Roman general to a blood-thirsty
beast does not simply evoke a sense of “‘admiration” (wonder, astonishment) transcending
human morality, as Eugene M. Weith insists in his influencial article on the play, but
more profound morality informs the transformatin. Titus is reduced to unmitigated
cruelty after being devoured by an accumulation of violences and griefs inflicted on him
by Tamora, barbarous queen of Goth and by Aaron who is the “allegory of Evil.”
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Summary

Metaphor of “Golden Calf” in Little Dorrit

“Should I have detected in Mr. Hudson himself, a staring carcase of golden veal?
By no manner of means.” So goes the series of Dickens’s reflections in “Gone Astray,”
a short piece of reminiscence of his childhood adventure written for August 13,
1853 number of Household Words. I find in this adaptation from ‘“Exodus” (32: 1-6) a
germ of Mr. Merdle in Little Dorrit who was set on Society’s pedestal and worshiped as
a “golden wonder,” but finally turns out to be a mere “carrion at the bottom of a bath.”
It is interesting that his greatness in the eye of “Society”” and hollow ugliness in actuality
correspond with the cartoons in Punch which show the rise and fall of George Hudson
under such titles as “King Hudson’s Levee” and “Our Railway Guy.”

William Dorrit in the Marshalsea prison is ingeniously made a counterpart of Mr.
Merdle by his being “father of the Marshalsea.” The prison is implicitly a society, and
the “collegians” make it their duty to attend Mr. Dorrit’s occasional “levee” with their
testimonials. The ambiguities of “Society’” and the embellishing high titles attached to
both the protagonists connect them closer in terms of their consciousness of secrets.
Because of his secret Mr. Merdle behaves like a prisoner; Mr. Dorrit presumes himself
to be a gentleman, but he is actually a prisoner, and can hardly be free from the shadow
of the prison wall because of the secret of once having been “father of the Marshalsea.”
The irony in the light of which the society and its worship are revealed in Liitle Dorrit
is to be the more emphasized because it is a fine artistic concern which Dickens brings
further into Great Expectations and Our Mutual Friend.

A Study of the Measure of Stereotypes

Though the familiar Katz and Braly checklist is a good measure of stereotyping,
little has been discovered about how stereotypes are learned, and changed, and how
they affect behavior. A major reason for this apparently is that it measures the group or
social stereotypes. Recently Clark McCauley proposed a new quantitative measure of
stereotyping. This measure grasps stereotypes as probabilistic predictions that distinguish
the stereotyped group from others. It is the possibity of individual measure which the
above study has opened. The purpose of our research was to examine the empirical
usefulness of this Bayesian diagnostic ratio measure, and also the relationship with the
checklist and Brigham’s within-group percentage measures. As a result, the utility of

this diagnostic ratio measure was substantially confirmed.

 Der Grundcharakter der Padagogik

In der Pidagogik geht es immer um die Ganzheit des Menschseins. Es ist ein
gewdhnlicher, aber schwerer Fehler, wenn ein Lehrer die einseitige Fahigkeit eines
Kindes entwickelt, und damit die harmonische Entwickelung seiner ganzen Person
verhindert. Andere Humanwissenschaften, z.B. Psychologie oder Soziologie brauchen
nicht immer auf die Ganzheit des Menschen ihre Aufmerksamkeit zu richten, wihrend
es fiir das padagogische Denken eine der wichtigsten Aufgaben ist.

Die neuzeitliche Pddagogik (z.B. die Rousseaus, oder Pestalozzis) ist gerade dadurch
entstanden, die ganze angeborene Natur des Menschen zu bejahen, im Gegenteil zum
christlichen Glauben, der darin etwas Stindhaftes findet. Deswegen hat die bisherige
Padagogik eigentlich immer auf die Erziehung zum ganzen Menschen gezielt. Die
Erziehung zum ganzen Menschen, z.B. “3Hs (head, hand and heart)-education”, bedeu-
tet die harmonische, allseitige Entwickelung des Menschseins. Dieser Standpunkt der
neuzeitlichen Pidagogik ist zwar unbedingt nétig, aber noch unzulinglich. Er ist
synthetisch und idealisch, und kann deshalb keine unteilbare, lebendige Ganzheit
des Menschen konkret auffassen. Diese konkrete Auffassung des ganzen Menschen
kann man in der Tradition der éstlichen Welt finden.

The Preliminary Studies on the Interactions of Putrescine
with E. coli DNA as a Model of Phage DNA

The Interactions of putrescine with E. coli DNA as a model of phage DNA in
aqueous solution and fiber were studied by melting temperature analysis, equilibrium
dialysis and X-ray diffraction with the aid of molecular model building.

(1) The chemical analysis of the DNA-putrescine complex shows that the molar
binding ratio of putrescine to DNA (phosphate) is nearly 1 to 2.

(2) The equilibrium binding of putrecine to DNA was suggested by the fact that
the melting temperature increased according to the concentration of added putrescine,
and its elevation was not saturated even at the molar ratio of 6 to 1.

(3) The equilibrium dialysis experiments indicate that the association constant
for the complex is a little smaller, but in the same order (10® 1/mol) with that of DNA-
spermine complex.

(4) The binding of putrescine stabilizes the B-form of DNA fiber, which is well
preserved even at 669, r.h.

(5) The distance between the neighboring DNA helices in the fiber increased with
the increasing degree of hydration, as in the case of native DNA.

(6) Unlike spermine, putrescine molecules do not form precipitates upon mixing
with DNA in the concentration range for UV measurement, suggesting that the cross-
bridge formed by putrescine are intra-double helical.

With regard to the equilibrium binding of putrescine to DNA, its biological sig-
nificance in 2-phage is implied.

In relation to the B to A transition of DNA, thymine-purine base stacking was found
to be unfavourable in A-form during model building, because the distances between
three atoms in five-membered ring of purine base and methyl group of thymine base

along the direction of 5’3’ end are about 2.9 A and too short to stack for these bases.

Effects of Dietary L-Ascorbic Acid on the Orally
Ingested Cadmium Toxicity in Rainbow Trout

The toxicity of orally ingested cadmium and the protective effect of dietary -
ascorbic acid on cadmium toxicity were examined in rainbow trout.

Higher mortality, accumulation of cadmium in the bodies and several tissues, and
anemia were observed in the fish which had been fed with purified diet containing 500
uglg of cadmium for 18 days.

The effects of dietary r-ascorbic acid on growth, accumulation of cadmium in
several tissues, iron contents in liver and kidney, and blood characteristics were in-
vestigated in the fish fed on diets containing 50 or 200 xg/g of cadmium for 10 weeks.
During this period, the contents of cadmium in the gill, liver, kidney, and gastrointestinal
tract increased, but the addition of 200 mg of r-ascorbic acid per 100 g of diet did not
reduce the tissue levels of cadmium. In the liver and kidney, the iron contents were
correlated inversely with cadmium contents. Dietary rL-ascorbic acid supplementation
slightly prevented the decrease in iron contents and anemia caused by oral adminis-

tration of cadmium.

Uber das Einwilligungsrecht der Eltern zur Eingehung der Ehe
in den Richtlinien zur Revision des japanischen BGB von 1925

Wie allgemein bekannt, hatte 1925 der Beratungsausschufl fir Gesetzgebung
(Rinjihoseishingikai) Richtlinien zur Aenderung des jap. BGB verabschiedet. Der
Charakter dieser Richtlinien besteht, wie allgemein angenommen wird, in einem
Kompromi3 konservativer und progressiver Denkweise. Das progressive Element
stammte aus den Kreisen der akademischen Komiteemitglieder.

Diese Studie behandelt die Diskussion tiber das Einwilligungsrecht der Eltern zur
Eingehung der Ehe im BeratungsausschuB. Dabei geht es um die Frage, ob die Richt-
linien gegeniiber dem damals geltenden Recht die Notwendigkeit der elterlichen
Einwilligung fur die Rechtsgeltung der Ehe stiarker betonten oder ihr im Gegenteil eine
geringe Wirkung beimaBen. Als Ergebnis der Ueberpriifung der Auseinandersetzung
zur Frage der Entstehung der Ehe ohne elterliche Einwilligung und zur Frage des
Ausschlusses der Anfechtungsméglichkeit war festzustellen, daB die Richtlinien die

Entstehung der juristisch vereinfachten.
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
