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Summary

Pictures of Fathers and Sons in Contemporary American Literature

—A. Study of The Centaur and The Assistanti—

Minako Baba

In twentieth-century American literature, the tradition of the so-called American
Adam’s spiritual orphanhood and quest for identity still persists, but the image of the
family also figures notably. One example is Thomas Wolfe’s Gant family. The
purpose of this paper is to discuss the images of fathers and sons as represented in John
Updike’s The Centaur and Bernard Malamud’s The Assistant, and to try to place them
in the tradition of the American novel and in the contemporary literary scene. The
reasons for choosing these two novels: (1) each work presents not only a detailed
picture of the father and son but also a crystalization of the central concern of the author;
(2) despite obvious differences in content, style, and texture, the two novels show curious
resemblances, such as a seasonal background, the few symbolic motifs scattered in the
realistic description, the pathetic-comic images of the ethical father and the imaginative
son, and an overall pictorial quality.

The Centaur, revolving around the Updikean issues of “‘sex, religion, and art” treated
in a modernistic style, reveals not only a picture of the father and son but also a portrait
of the avant-guarde artist recounting the memory of his adolescence and trying to
recapture the lost metaphysical vision. The father, who represents the final outpost
of Puritanism in contemporary society, may be called a direct descendant of Oliver
Gant, that father figure with a wandering soul. The son, who is confronted with the
departure of the clownish-saintly Centaur-like image of his father and the nightmarish
void of his own esthetic-erotic existence, is also a spiritual orphan, but with a solid
family background. The narrator-son’s problem is also the author’s, and it spills into
the problem of the humanistic realist in the age of post-modernism-—namely, the question
of how to represent realistically and esthetically the human questions of American
life today.

The Assistant delineates the Italian-American orphan’s painful process of identi-
fication with, and transcendence over, his Jewish spiritual father. The homeless young
man, a minor criminal in search of his identity, grafts his ideal father image, the image
of St. Francis of Assisi, on to the real personality of the kindly and righteous destitute
old grocer and takes apprenticeship both in trade and in morality. He slowly proceeds
with the divestment of his evil qualities and the development of his latent goodness. By
way of love and atonement for the old man’s daughter, the former orphan from the west
at last succeeds in attaining the Jewish heritage of “suffering” and ‘“‘goodness’ in his
own imaginative way. Finally, the novel is a variegated composition of parodied
literary frameworks, such as (1) the American dream of the west in reverse, (2) the
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assimilation story in reverse, (3) the profane version of the Judaic father-son relation-
ship, and (4) the spiritualized version of the American dream of success. What unifies
all these elements is the theme of the spiritual father-son relationship and their ethical
heritage.

Viewed in the context of the American novel, the two works are apparently unique
in their treatment of the son’s identification with the father, but they are also represen-
tative in their emphasis on the son’s imaginative quest for identity. Finally, in their
respective portrayal of the humane existence of ‘the little man’ mired in the inhuman
contemporary society, both The Centaur and The Assistant are to be considered among
the important contemporary American novels.
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Summary

Perception of Personality

To verify the empirical fact that inner- and inter-personal perception of personality
are often discrepant, we conducted tests on self-perception. We focused on the differ-
ence between perception of self-estimated personality and ones personality as estimated
by an other person.

The YG personality test asked for @ self-rating of personality by junior college girl
students @ ratings of their personalities by their mothers ® guess ratings of the girls as
to how their mothers rated them @ self-ratings by the mothers ® ratings of the mother’s
personalities by their daughters.

The results are summarized as follows.

(1) Almost all the girls showed an inner-personal discrepancy between their
self-rating and their guess at the ratings by their mothers.

(2) The daughter’s guesses of the mothers’ ratings tended to be closer to a stable,
adjusted, and positive personality than their self-estimations. A possible interpretation
is that when one guesses ones personality as estimated from the outside one tends to
project ones defense mechanism and rate oneself as having a higher social desirability.

(3) The self-estimated personality and the personality estimated by the mother
also tended to differ. The percentage of coincidence of both estimations was only about
509, even though they were done by mothers and daughters, the closest persons in the
world.

(4) The mothers tended to estimate their daughter’s personality to be more
socially desirable because their inter-personal perception of their daughter’s personality
reflects their desires and expectations for their daughters.

(5) In the cases where the mother’s and daughter’s self-estimated personality were
of the same types, there was a higher percentage of coincidence between the self-
estimated personality and the personality estimated by the other. Perhaps they were
able to understand the personality of the other person more accurately when their

personalities were similar.



Summary

A study of the physical strength of students in Kobe College

In light of recent awareness of the decline of general physical strength in students
we have devised tests to check their stamina and strength. We found that those students
who participated in club activities had better developed physiques and grcater physical
strength. Even a class in gymnastics raised their ability. We have incorporated
streching and aerobic exercises into gymnastics classes to help stimulate their interest
in health.

The tests we held were a standard side step test and we tabulated the results with
cluster analysis.

The tests posed two problems as whether they were an effective measure of the
actual physical strength of the students. The first rose from the attitudes of the students,
many of whom had an only half-hearted interest. The second was that many students
complained of not beeing in top shape.

As a result we conducted the tests twice and found a general rise in strength the
second time.

Die Gesellschaftstheorie und das Problem der Praxis

—Anhang zur “Grundlage des methodologischen Individualismus”—

Das Thema meines letzten Aufsatzes itber “Die Grundlage des methodologischen
Individualismus” war, den Grund dafiir erkliren, daBl man fiir den methodologischen
Individualismus (MI) im Gegensatz zum methodologischen Holismus (MH) eintreten
muB. Dabei diskutierte ich {iber die erkenntnistheoretische und die praktisch-inter-
essierte Grundlage des MI bei Popper und Max Weber.

Nun stellen sich einige weiteren Probleme ein: wie die Theorie sich auf die Praxis
beim MI und MH bezieht, und was die auf Praxis bezogene Grundlage der Gesell-
schaftstheorie ist, worauf der MI vom MH unterschieden wird, der von Marx und
Durkheim vertreten wird. Es handelt sich dabei nicht um ein spezifisches praktisches
Interesse, sondern nur um einen Gebrauchszusammenhang der Theorie. Wenn man
die Theorie fur die Praxis gebraucht, benutzt man im MI die Theorie als ein Mittel
zum Zweck, den man selber bestimmt. Die Theorie lehrt dabei nur, wie man tun
kann, aber nicht wie man tun soll. Im MH weist die Theorie dagegen den Menchen
die Praxis an, denn der MH kann nicht nur deren Handlungen durch die ganzheitlich
gesellschaftlichen und historischen Gesetze erkliren, sondern auch dadurch vorschreiben,
wie sie in den gesellschaftlichen Zustinden tun sollen.

Indem ich die behavioristisch-szientistische Gesellschaftstheorie von Skinner priife,
stelle ich fest, daB diesen verschiedenen Gebrauchszusammenhingen vom MI und MH
die verschiedenen Menschenbilder zugrunde liegen. Wihrend der MH das deter-
mistisch-intellektualistische Menschenbild voraussetzt, setzt der MI das autonome

voraus.
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
